Addendum to the Designation Report for the James C. Dowd House
October 5, 2020

The ca. 1879, James C. Dowd House, 2216 Monument Street, Charlotte, was designated as a
local historic landmark in 1978.

The James C. Dowd House is located within tax parcel number 06706105 as recorded in the
Mecklenburg County Tax Office, and the owner of the property is Mecklenburg County.
Mecklenburg County is requesting that the designation ordinance be amended to include the
approximately .682 acres of land associated with tax parcel number 06706105 and approximated
.1916 acres of land associated with the adjoining tax parcel number 06706106 as shown on the
attached map. All of the property being recommended for inclusion in the designation of the
James C. Dowd House was once part of a 100 acre tract of James C. Dowd’s farm which later
became part of the US Army’s World War | era Camp Greene. (1)

Including this land in the historic designation would help to ensure the preservation of the
historic character of the louse and the land.

The land included in tax parcel number 06706105 is described in the “Survey and Research
Report of the James C. Dowd House, 1978.” Minor improvements have been made to the
landscape since the production of the report in 1978. These include a poorly defined gravel
parking area to the south of the house, a small patio composed of concrete-pavers set
approximately 12 feet to the north of the house, and a small pergola set approximately 40 to the
north of the house. The .1916 acres of land associated with the adjoining tax parcel number
06706106 is vacant and is essentially an extension of the site/yard of the house, containing a
maintained lawn and large trees. Recent photographs of the site, and a map showing the land
and the location of the house are included with this Addendum.
